B- Summary of The national plant quarantine legislation / regulation 

    B1.   DEFINITIONS
The following definitions apply:


Ministry:  Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation.

Minister: Minister of Agriculture and Irrigation.

Competent Authority: The Department concerned with plant Protection at the general Administration of the Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation.

Concerned Inspector: The employee of the Plant Quarantine   

At the points of entry and exit responsible for inspection, detection of plant consignments, preparation of reports and conduct of necessary procedures.

Plant: any kind of plants or any part of the plant including roots, stems, branch, leaves, flowers, fruits and seeds. It also including tubers, bulbs, rhizomes, corms, cuts, suckers, seedlings and wood buds either live or dead or dry.

 Plant Products: products which are made up of a plant origin like woods, food and medical supplies, spices, fodder and processed products that might raise the danger of the spread   of plant pests because of natural origin or by its processing. 

Plant Consignment: All plants, plant products, soil and natural fertilizer or a mixture of them which enter or cross or exit the Republic, including packages and packing materials if these are made up of a plant origin.  
Plant Pests: Any form of plant or animal life or any factor that causes diseases, harmful or potentially harmful to plants or plant products. 

Plant Quarantine Pests:  plant pests, which do not exist or have a limited spread in the Republic and which are subjected to intensive monitoring and control.

Treatment: any treatment operation conducted to combat or eradicate any pest present or suspected present in plant consignment, packing materials, areas of storage, or otherwise 

Quarantine Area: The place of a Quarantine stations and isolation gardens, or areas where the plant consignments are inspected, treated and destroyed.

 The Phytosanitary Certificate: International standard document of plant health, issued officially by the competent authority and agreed upon to prove that plant consignments are inspected in the country of exportation and found that their health condition have met the requirements of the country of importation.

Entry and Exit Points: Official border points to enter to or to leave from the Republic.

Carrier: Any kind of transport means used for transportation of plant consignments, including containers.

Crossing: All imported plant consignments with the aim of crossing the republic and subsequent exportation to other countries. 

 Inspection: any examination carried out by an authorized     inspector of the Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation.
B2.   any plant consignment shall be prevented to enter, exit or cross unless it has a Phytosanitary certificate issued by the competent authority of the country of origin Article 5 Plant Quarantine Law No. 32 for the Year 1999.

B3.  There is a general prohibition against the entry and transit of plants or plant products infested with pests unknown to the country (Art. 8 Law No. 32 for the Year 1999).

B4.   Ministerial decree No. 54 for the Year 2001 Art. 33 sets out the procedures for dealing with consignments, which are, prohibited entry because infested with pests and disease listed tables 1, 2 annexed to the decree. Measures provided for include return to the country of origin 0r destruction of the consignment.( See Annex I , Annex II )

B5.  Whenever the consignment is found to be infested or infected with pests or disease not listed in either table a appropriate quarantine procedure are taken: If the pests or disease is not introduced, the consignment is to be return to the country of origin or destruction  (Art. 24 Ministerial Decree No. 54 for the Year 2001).

B6.  Consignments infested with pests known to exist in the country are allowed only if they have been treated or if the degree of infestation is within the permissible level (Art. 7 Law No. 32 for the Year 1999).

B7.   Ministerial Decree No. 54 for the Year 2001, Art. 35 sets out the procedures for dealing with consignments which are restricted entry because infested with 

pests and disease known to exist in the country are allowed only if they have been treated or if the degree of infestation is within the permissible level as following:

1- Consignment whether for Agricultural or consumption or industrial purpose must be treated properly at the port of entry providing that treatment is available, or taken to the nearest quarantine center. Accrued expenses and risks fall upon the importer of his agent. 

2- If required treatment is not available in the country, consignee should notify exporter to perform the necessary treatment prior to shipment. Description of diagnosis and treatment must be included in the phytosanitary certificate and endorsed by the official authority of the country of origin.

B8. IMPORTATION OF PLANTS AND PLANT PRODUCTS 

       Brief information on current phytosanitary regulations regarding importation of plants and plant products ( whether for planting or consumption ). List main prohibitions, restrictions or special additional declarations.

1. Import permits: 

* Import permits are required for all plants, plant parts and plant products intended for planting, manufacturing or consumption.

* The importation of plants is limited to soil free plants.

* The importation of plants, cutting, scions, stocks and tubers, etc. is limited to the smallest possible propagate unit consistent with sound horticultural practice.

* Import permits are also required for importation of pests, beneficial organisms and plant material infested /infected with pests for scientific Purposes.

* Import permits are only issued by the Ministry of Agriculture, Plant Quarantine Services.

* Applications for import permits should be made by  a resident of the Yemen Republic only. This is because  the owner of import permit  will be responsible for complying with all conditions of entry which maybe stated in the import permit.

The written request should be addressed to the Plant Quarantine Services, stating :
A.
 Full name, residence  & postal address of applicant.

B.
 Name & address of exporter or person from whom the material will be obtained, and the 
country of origin of the material.

C.       Quantity and botanical name of each commodity for which an import permit is requested.

D 
Location in the Yemen Republic where the plants will be grown or the plant products will be utilized. 

E.
Mode of transport, port of entry, and approximate date of arrival of the consignment. 

Note:

a.        Import permits may be issued for a single consignment or for several importations during a specified period of time.

b.
Importation of plant materials for purposes of processing, consumption and manufactured required to obtain economic import permit issue by the Plant Quarantine Department, Ministry of Agriculture and Irrigation.

2. Phytosanitary certificate: 

All consignments of plants or plant products have to be accompanied by phytosanitary certificates, which are based on the model annexed to the International Plant Protection Convention.

In case the consignment is imported into the Republic of Yemen by post any phytosanitary certificate shall be affixed to the package comprising the consignment or, if the consignment consists of more than one package, such certificate shall be affixed to one of the packages and copies thereof affixed to each of the remaining packages. 

* Additional declaration :

All additional declarations are to be based upon the inspection of actively growing parent plants with special reference to pests or diseases as per the conditions attached to the plant import permit where the language of the issuing country is not Arabic or English. 

The phytosanitary certificate of export must incorporate or be accompanied by an English translation .

3. Inspection and Procedures:

All imported plant and plant products are subjected to inspection at the time of arrival at the port of entry by the plant quarantine inspector in
charge, If a consignment is in contravention of provisions of plant quarantine law and its regulations, it will be treated or destroyed or returned to the country of exporter  or origin, as the case may warrant according to the plant quarantine law & regulations .

All treatments executed are at the expenses and risk of the importer or his agent .

Plants and plant products refused entry are subjected to such safeguards as may be prescribed by the authorized plant quarantine inspector in charge until re-exported or destroyed.

Inspections of plants and plant products temporary in the country will be performed after arrival.

The material will stay in customs custody until all requirements have been met in order to prevent dissemination of pests.

4. Liability :

The government of the Republic of Yemen shall not be held liable for loss or damage suffered in connection with the importation, handling, treatment other requirements prescribed under these regulations.

                       

5. Violation:

Any violation intentional or unintentional against the plant quarantine law and its regulations will be punished by a fine or by legal prosecution.

Consignments imported illegally will be destroyed at the expense of the importer or his agent.

6. Declaration:

When plants, seeds or plant products are imported for consumption or manufacturing purpose, the importer must submit a declaration that the plants, seeds, or the plant products will not be sold or used for planting.

7. Restriction:

In very exceptional cases, the importation of some limited quantity of rooted plants or vegetative propagating material may be permitted for planting under post-entry quarantine before release in the Republic of Yemen. 

8. Import prohibition:

Importation of the following items is prohibited:

A.   Grape Vine plants, fruits and cuttings intended for planting, consumption or packing.

B.   Coffee plants and their parts intended for planting, consumption or packing.

C.    Date palms and their parts and products and all members of family the Palms from countries where BAYOUD disease occur. 

D.    Date palms and their parts and products and all members of family the Palms from countries where Red weevil insect occur. 

E.    Plant debris used as packing material that of  citrus, banana, cotton. etc.

F.    Agricultural soil, natural fertilizer and untreated synthetic planting media either alone or adhering to plants or plant parts .

G.    Micro-organisms harmful to agriculture especially  Insects, fungal & bacterial cultures .

(Importation of such micro-organisms is permitted for scientific purposes under a special license)

H.     Plant, plant products, machinery, equipment or conveyance of any kind, carrying or contaminated with  soil .

4. Authorized packing materials:

1 - Sterilized peat or sphagnum moss 

2 - Excelsior or woods wool 

3 - Osmunda fiber

4 - Vermiculite 

5 - Ground cork

6 - Wood shavings

7 - Paper pulp or shred paper 

B9. Exportation of plants and plant products

Phytosanitary certificate: 

All consignments of plants or plant products have to be accompanied by  phytosanitary certificates which are based on the model annexed to the International Plant Protection Convention .

Implement the technical procedures, simplify procedures of plant quarantine within the limits of laws, regulations and ministerial decrees, fulfill all obligations stated in international, national and brotherly agreement concerning plant quarantine in order not to block the trade in plant and plant products among countries.

3-
Organize and evaluate the work load and requirements in order to implement plant quarantine regulations at all entry points and specify the necessary quality of services.

4-
Exchange information related to plant quarantine with other countries, international authorities and organizations and follow-up the latest technology in this field.

5-
Prepare and qualify technical staff by holding regular specialized training courses in the field of plant quarantine.

6-
Supervise all plant quarantine stations, laboratories, and plant isolation garden in different areas of the republic.

7-
Make available necessary equipments, references, inspections, treatment and disinfect ion methods.
