The mango pulp weevil Sternochetus
frigicus is nereby declared as an injurious and dangerous
pest c¢° mangoes;

SECTION 2, The Palawan Island group is hereby
declarecd and placed under quarantine in accordance with
Sectior 8, P.D. 1433 as implemented by Sectian 1, Rule
JI of 3PI Quarantine Adm.nistrative Order Ng. 1, Series

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SECTION 3. The movement, transfer or carrying of
mango trees, friits or par:. thereof cepable of harboring
mango pulp weevil from Palawan Island group is hereby
prohibited.

SECTION 4, In order to cerry out effective gquerantine
and control measJres against the spread of mango pulp weevil,
the Director of 3lant Industry, in accordance with Section 16
of P.D. 2433, may request national, provincial, municipal and
barangay officiels and members of the Armed Forces in Pelawan
<sland groJp to assist in the implementation/enforcement of
such 1lnstituted 3lant quarantine measures in order to contain,
prevent the spread and ultimately eradicate the eseid pest;

SECTION 5, All companies engaged in land, water or
air transportatiin shall not ship or convey mango trees,
fruits or parts thereof from any of the Palawan Island yroup
to any part of tie country except for those covered by
Section 3 hereof; '

SECTION 6. Any person who violetes the provisions
of this Order or forges, counterfelts, alters, defaces and
destroys eny doc sment issued by virtue hereof shall suffer
the penalties pravided for under Section 23 of P.D. 1433
of which is a fiie in an amount of not more than P20,000.00
or imprisonment from prision correccional to prision mayor,
or both, at the iiscretion of the Court;

This Order supersedes and revokes orders
inconsistent hei2with and shall teke effect fifteen (15)
days after publication as required by law.
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
