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Note: This topic has not yet been approved by the ICPM but will be submitted to CPM-1 for consideration and possible inclusion in the IPPC standard setting work programme. In anticipation of this approval, this specification is sent out for country consultation in order to obtain country input so that work can begin in 2006. 

Draft Specification
Title: Guidelines for the establishment and maintenance of pest free places of production and pest free production sites for fruit flies of the family Tephritidae.
Reason for the standard: ICPM-6 (2004) identified the need for the formation of a Technical Panel on pest free areas and systems approaches for fruit flies (TPFF). One of the tasks given to the TPFF was to identify measures and develop standardized procedures to be integrated in systems approaches for different species of fruit flies which may include fruit fly free places of production (FFF-POP) and fruit fly free production sites (FFF-PS). 
Scope and purpose: This standard provides guidance on the establishment and maintenance of pest free places of production and pest free production sites for fruit flies as an additional option for managing the risk of fruit flies. International recognition helps in the facilitation of trade of different commodities produced. This guidance will be applicable for fruit flies of the family Tephritidae.

Tasks: 
1. Consider existing relevant ISPMs and ensure consistency with other ISPMs and draft ISPMs in development.

2. Identify the most important species of the family Tephritidae (and their major hosts) and prioritize work accordingly. 

3. Develop a standardized method which can be followed when establishing and maintaining a FFF-POP and FFF-PS. Some suggested areas to consider are:

a. determination and establishment:

collection of adequate information

· surveillance, including specific technical information
· detection
· identification capability of fruit flies

· regulatory control, if appropriate

· verification and declaration

b. maintenance:
· general operations

· corrective action plans (including response to an outbreak)

c.
suspension, loss of status and reinstatement of areas

d.
documentation and record keeping

e.
quality control.
4.
Consider relevant material to be referenced in an appendix to this standard for conducting surveys, identifying pests and treatments.
5.
Consider whether guidance is required on the relationship between fruit fly areas of low pest prevalence, fruit fly pest free areas and systems approaches for fruit flies.

Provision of resources: Funding is provided by the regular programme of the IPPC Secretariat (FAO) except where expert participation is voluntarily funded by the expert’s government.
