Budget 2008 for the Trust Fund for the IPPC

I. Budget for 2007
1.
Contributions and expenditure for the Trust Fund for the IPPC for 2007 are discussed under agenda item 13.4.3. The amount available to “carry over”to 2008 is calculated as being USD 286,174.

II. Budget for 2008
2.
In accordance with the financial guidelines for the Trust Fund for the IPPC, the budget estimates were reviewed by the Informal Working Group on Strategic Planning and Technical Assistance (SPTA) at its annual meeting in October 2007.
3.
The SPTA prioritized the activities of the draft CPM 2008 Operational Plan and in doing so reduced the estimated expenditure of USD 4,252,500 required to meet the requirements of the 2008 Operational Plan (i.e. in order to meet the expectaions of the CPM Business Plan) to a figure of USD 3,110,500 that was estimated (October 2007) as being be available from the FAO Regular Programme, the EC trust fund, the US APO
 programme and the anticipated carry over from the Trust Fund for the IPPC (the contribution from Japan for the Asia capacity-building project was not included).

4.
The SPTA worked on an estimated carry-over figure of USD 200,000 (later increased to 286,174 when end of year figures became available).

5.
As agreed by CPM-1, the Secretariat has prepared the 2008 budget for the Trust Fund for the IPPC for approval with funds allocated on a priority (needs) basis.
6.
To date (December 2007), there has been no indication of any contributions by contracting parties to the Trust Fund for 2008 and all planned activities are as a result of being able to carry over funds from from 2007.

Table 1 (annexed) provides the proposed allocation for the Trust Fund for the IPPC for 2008.

 CPM is invited to:

1. Note the anticipated carry over from 2007 to the Trust Fund for the IPPC for 2008
2. Agree to the proposed allocations of the Trust Fund for the IPPC to the various activities as shown in Table 1
3. Note that as at December 2007, the Secretariat has received no indication from any contracting party of an intention to contribute to the Trust Fund for 2008
4. Actively encourage contracting parties to contribute to the Trust Fund for the IPPC.

Goal 1 - A robust international standards setting and implementation programme

The allocation USD 98,000 will help fund the SC-7 meeting in November, four technical panels and one expert working group.

Goal 2 - Information exchange systems appropriate to meet IPPC obligations

The allocation of USD 50,000 will help fund two workshops to train IPP editors and three regional workshops to update IPP editors.

Goal 4 - Improved phytosanitary capacity of members

The allocation of USD 30,000 will assist with funding a meeting of the Informal Working group on Technical Assistance, the envisaged Focus Group on the Technical Assistance Strategy (see agenda item 12.3) and the printing of manuals associated with information management activities.
Goal 5 - Sustainable implementation of the IPPC

The allocation of USD 60,000 will assist with funding members’ attendance at the SPTA/Bureau meetings and with attendance by developing countries at the CPM.
Goal 7 - Review of the status of plant protection in the world
The allocation of USD 10,000 will assist with funding the Open-ended working group on the feasibility of international recognition of pest free areas.
Unallocated - USD 21,004 is unallocated for use as a contingency, as at December 2007 the figures are still provisional and final figures (2007 costs and hence carryover) may change.
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
