Adoption of International Standards: Special Process (diagnostic protocol for Thrips palmi)

The diagnostic protocol for Thrips palmi was added to the work programme by the Standards Committee (SC) in November 2004, and endorsed by CPM-1 (2006) as part of the IPPC standard setting work programme. The draft was sent for member consultation in June 2007 through the fast track standard setting process. Formal objections were received and the Secretariat sought guidance from CPM-3 (2008) on how to proceed. CPM-3 decided to proceed with the draft diagnostic protocol on Thrips palmi under the special standard setting process. Consequently, the draft text was reviewed by the TPDP in June 2008 and was sent to the SC by email for clearance prior to a second round of member consultation.
2.
The draft was sent for member consultation in June 2009. The SC in November 2009 was informed that approximately 200 comments had been received and decided to forward the comments to the TPDP.
3.
The TPDP considered the comments, revised the draft and the SC approved the revised draft by email, for presentation to CPM-5 for adoption.

The CPM is invited to:
1. Adopt as annex to ISPM 27 (Diagnostic protocols for regulated pests) the diagnostic protocol for Thrips palmi contained in Annex 1.
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
