1.1
Orientation Refresher for GoToTraining

Before beginning the meeting, the IPPC Secretariat gave an overview of the virtual meeting software connection program Go-To-Meeting (GTM) via the training tool GoToTraining and also noted the etiquette and ground rules for participants to follow during the meeting. 
1.2
Welcome by the IPPC Secretariat
The IPPC Secretariat welcomed the participants to the meeting. In attendance were five members of the Technical Panel on Forest Quarantine (TPFQ), the Panel Steward, and two members of the IPPC Secretariat.  The other members and topic Stewards were unable to attend due to previous engagements.

The Secretariat noted the primary purpose of the meeting was to discuss the responses to member comments for the draft revision of annex 1 to ISPM 15 (to include heat treatment of wood packaging material using dielectric heat), and to prepare recommendations to the standards committee on how to move forward.
The panel approved the agenda (see Appendix 1 to this report) and reviewed the documents list (see Appendix 2 to this report).
1.3
Introductions

The meeting participants introduced themselves and agreed to update their contact information on the participants list if necessary (see Appendix 3 to this report).

2.
Updates from the Secretariat and other relevant bodies
The Secretariat introduced and summarised the panel-relevant reports from 2011 meetings of the Standards Committee (SC).  The panel noted the decision to renew membership for another five years or until the work programme is completed (whichever comes first), and welcomed Shane Sela back onto the panel.  The Secretariat noted that the panel was expected to work virtually although face-to-face meetings were still possible if appropriate funding and support were identified.

The panel discussed the SC recommendation to the Commission of Phytosanitary Measures (CPM) to remove the forestry seeds for sowing and health survey topics from the work programme.  Both of these topics were considered low priority and could be covered in other standard-setting activities, such as the more general seed for sowing standard and the revision of ISPM 6 (1997).
The panel also discussed the SC comments regarding the country comments on dielectric heating.  This issue was discussed in more detail under agenda items 3 and 4.
3.
Update from IFQRG 2011
The Chair of the International Forest Quarantine Research Group (IFQRG) reported on their last meeting, held in Australia in September 2011.

Subjects on the IFQRG work programme relevant to the TPFQ included the draft ISPM 15 Treatment Criteria.  IFQRG investigated alternative approaches to developing treatments for ISPM 15 and possible alternatives to Probit 9 as a target for treatment efficacy.  Working groups have been established to develop these ideas further.  IFQRG also reviewed the list of target organisms or organism groups and refined the list further.
Based on the IFQRG discussions the panel considered how this area could be moved forward.  The panel decided to develop a document that considers the advantages and disadvantages of two possible methods for treatment development, and present this document to the SC meeting in May with recommendations.  This document would need to be tabled at the next meeting of TPFQ for agreement.

ACTION: A working group was established to develop a document for presentation to the next meeting of TPFQ (in the first week of April 2012) that considers the advantages and disadvantages of two possible methods for treatment development.  Working group members included Eric Allen, Christer Magnusson and Mamoru Matsui.
3.1
Joint work programme for 2012 
The panel reviewed the joint work programme between IFQRG and the IPPC Secretariat.
Of the current items listed (2012_TPFQ_Feb_10):

1. A document on the efficacy of heat treatment against wood pests was being prepared for NAPPO.  This document should be available for the next panel meeting (ACTION: Eric Allen)
2. The feasibility and practicality of a tool to evaluate treatment impacts on the environment and biodiversity was investigated.  A tool could be developed but due to the range of possible issues it may be difficult to make it very versatile and useful at the same time.  This work is continuing.

3. The question of Sulfuryl fluoride as a potential greenhouse gas should be left to the evaluation processes within the IPCC.

ACTION: The Chair of IFQRG agreed to update the joint work programme (2012_TPFQ_Feb_10) with current activities related to TPFQ.  The work programme would subsequently be reviewed at each meeting of the panel.

Discussion/status on Dielectric heat treatment for IPSM 15
The steward for the draft annex to ISPM 15 provided a summary of the main issues raised in comments received during the country consultation period in 2011.  The most difficult comment to respond to related to the lack of information supporting operational (commercial scale) implementation.
The September 2011 IFQRG meeting concluded that the evidence supporting treatment efficacy was not in question.  The Secretariat noted that the SC has asked the CPM some questions on this subject.

ACTION:  TPFQ members are to comment on the review of country comments (2012_TPFQ_Feb_02 and 2012_TPFQ_Feb_03) to the steward by the end of next week (2nd March)
