Orientation Refresher for GoToTraining

Before beginning the meeting, the IPPC Secretariat gave an overview of the virtual meeting software connection program Go-To-Meeting (GTM) via the training tool GoToTraining and also noted the etiquette and ground rules for participants to follow during the meeting.

Welcome by the IPPC Secretariat
The IPPC Secretariat welcomed the participants to the meeting. In attendance were nine members of the Technical Panel on Forest Quarantine (TPFQ) including a Steward from the Standards Committee, and two members of the IPPC Secretariat.  The other member was unable to attend due to previous engagements.

The Secretariat noted the primary purpose of the meeting was to discuss the draft ISPM for the Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029).
The panel approved the agenda (see Appendix 1 to this report) and reviewed the documents list (see Appendix 2 to this report).

The meeting participants introduced themselves and agreed to update their contact information on the participants list if necessary (see Appendix 3 to this report).

Review and Agree Record of last Virtual Meeting

The panel members present reviewed and agreed to the record of the May Virtual Meeting of the TPFQ (2012_TPFQ_ July_04_ May_Meeting_Report).

Updates from the Secretariat and other relevant bodies
The Secretariat provided an update on the Bureau (of the CPM) considerations of the role of expert working groups (including technical panels) on developing guidance material for standards (ISPMs) (2012_TPFQ_July_05).  The SC will consider this issue at its November meeting.  The TPFQ has been asked to finish work on the guidance material it is developing and submit this material to the SC for consideration at the November meeting.  Panel members were also asked to identify potential consultants to complete the guidance material if necessary.
The panel noted that members of expert work groups were chosen for their expertise in the area of the standards they were working on, and were often the best placed to prepare guidance material.

ACTION: The Panel members were requested to complete (stop) work on the guidance material under development and instead send the material to the Secretariat before the next virtual meeting in September.

ACTION: Panel members to identify possible consultants to complete the guidance material (if necessary).  Panel members themselves may act as consultants.

The panel also discussed the suggestion of a possible symposium at the next CPM meeting (CPM 8 - March 2013) on treatment efficacy and “probit 9”. 

ACTION: The Chair of IFQRG to liaise with the organiser of the symposium on possible support for the topic of treatment efficacy and “probit 9”.

Update on the IFQRG/TPFQ work programme 2012
There were no changes to the joint work programme (see Appendix 4).

Discussion/status on Dielectric heat treatment for IPSM 15
Material for the guidance document is currently being collected.  The type and extent of a document produced from this material will depend on further information in relation to the Bureau’s instructions on the development of guidance material and the information collected.  A conference call will be arranged with those involved in providing information to discuss how the information should be collected and developed into guidance material.

Options document for approaches to the criteria
The options document is still under development and will be available for the next meeting in September.
ACTION: Allen, Magnusson and Matsui to complete the options document before the next meeting.

Work Programme for 2012
The TPFQ discussed the work programme for 2012/13 (2012_TPFQ_July_07).
6.5
The Draft ISPM for the Movement of Wood
The draft ISPM for the Management of phytosanitary risks in the international movement of wood (2006-029) (2012_TPFQ_July_08) was discussed.  The main changes to the draft text included:

· Moving the tables at the end of the text into the body of the text; and 
· Revising the information in the tables to better describe the differences in pest risks between the different wood types covered by the draft standard.
The panel discussed in some detail various substantive aspects of the text of the draft ISPM (editorial comments were invited via email outside of the meeting).  The panel discussed:

· Phrases such as “likely” and “less likely” and considered alternatives that better conveyed the intended meaning;

· The definition of “bark nugget” and its international use;
· How much knowledge and control the producer has over the final destination and use of the wood products they produce.

· Sizes of wood chips and what industrial norms may be in different parts of the world;

· The ability or inability of wood piles to heat and kill pests;

· The effects of wood drying on pest/wood interactions.

ACTION: The TPFQ to review the text of the draft ISPM and pass on any suggested alterations/additions to Sela for penultimate consideration. Once the changes are incorporated Sela will re-circulate the document to the TPFQ for finalization at the next meeting.
The panel then discussed a document providing background information on fungi for risk tables in the draft ISPM (2012_TPFQ_July_09).  It was noted that background documents such as these can provide the SC with greater confidence in the presented draft standard, and provide possible reference material to support member consultation. It was noted that while fungi or other pests may be associated with wood in trade, the ability of those pests to escape the wood and establish in new areas may be limited in many cases.
ACTION: The TPFQ to review the background information and suggest further content on fungi risks as well as information on insect risks.

A number of areas of potential research were identified by the panel for possible consideration by IFQRG.

ACTION: The Chair of IFQRG will include on the agenda for the next IFQRG meeting (September 2012) consideration of the effects of wood drying on pest interactions, and current trends in the wood trade especially where they influence the ultimate end use of the wood commodity.

7.
Recommendations to the SC
No recommendations for SC were made at the July virtual meeting of TPFQ.

8.
Other business

Panel members discussed how they were finding the usability of the virtual meeting system (GotoMeeting).  Participants found it can be difficult to achieve full participation at meetings if internet connections were slow or people spoke to quickly.  Member organisational security policies may also block use of GotoMeeting software on business hardware.
The IPPC Secretariat can contact NPPOs and request access be allowed to GotoMeeting software for panel members.  Panel members are also reminded to ensure their computers are not running any unnecessary software during meetings (e.g. Skype, windows updates etc), as these may reduce available bandwidth for GotoMeeting.

At its next virtual meeting, the panel will finalise documents for SC consideration at there November 2012 meeting.
