Welcome by the IPPC Secretariat

The IPPC Secretariat welcomed the participants to the meeting. In attendance were nine members of the Technical Panel on Forest Quarantine (TPFQ) including a two standards Stewards from the Standards Committee, and one member of the IPPC Secretariat.  The other members were unable to attend due to previous engagements or technical issues.

The Secretariat noted the primary purpose of the meeting was to review the outcomes of the November Standards Committee meeting.
The panel approved the agenda (TPFQ_2012_Dec_01) (see Appendix 1 to this report) and reviewed the documents list (TPFQ_2012_Dec_02) (see Appendix 2 to this report).

The meeting participants introduced themselves and agreed to update their contact information on the participants list if necessary (TPFQ_2012_Dec_03) (see Appendix 3 to this report).
At their meeting in November the SC appointed Piotr Wlodarczyk to act as Steward of the Treatment Criteria for ISPM 15.  Panel members welcomed Piotr to the meeting.

Review and Agree Record of last Virtual Meeting

The panel members present reviewed and agreed to the record of the September Virtual Meeting of the TPFQ (TPFQ_Dec_04_September_Meeting_Report).

Updates from the Secretariat and other relevant bodies
The Secretariat provided an update on the November Standards Committee meeting (TPFQ_2012_Dec_05).  The major points covered included:
· Implementation Documents – The guidance on dielectric heating was passed on to the Capacity Development group (CDC).
· Proposed formal objection process – The TPFQ noted the proposed objection criteria and process for normal standards.
· High moisture content in wood and penetration of methyl bromide (TPFQ_2012_Dec_06) – The panel noted the SC request to consider the issue further and provide “concrete” proposals.  An item on this issue has been included in the work programme for 2013 (see Appendix 4).

· Revision of ISPM 15 Annex 1 (dielectric heating) – The panel Steward provided a summary of the SC discussion on the suggested changes to annex 1 of ISPM 15.  The issue of the treatment of frozen wood was discussed, along with some text changes such as removing the work “radiation” and using “dielectric heating”, and revising the first sentence above each list of bullet point lists.  The issue of extending the length of fumigation to allow for small shortfalls in achieved CT was discussed at some length.  An ex-TPFQ member present at the SC meeting provided a short presentation on the technical discussions held in the 2010 meeting of TPFQ.  As these discussions were not captured in detail in the minutes of the 2010 meeting, these minutes were amended to include the detail for future reference (TPFQ_2012_Dec_08).  The Secretariat noted that all such detail should be carefully recorded in the minutes of panel meetings to ensure the information is available to SC or other groups.  The SC approved the draft revision of annex 1 (and 2) for submission to CPM 8 (2013) for adoption.
· The draft ISPM for wood – The Steward provided a summary of the SC discussion on the draft standard for the international movement of wood. The following remarks were made: 
-
ensure consistency of terminology (commodity, commodity class);
-
consider including a separate section on intended use;
-
arrange table 1 on pest groups to only consider those of quarantine concern;
-
clarify wording in table 4;
-
review the section on area of low pest prevalence and systems approach and consider removing the section on transit (and refer to ISPM 25:2006, Consignments in transit);
-
consider whether the concept of contamination of treated wood could be addressed.

The SC agreed to consider the draft standard in May 2013.
· Urgent issues for TPFQ - The SC considered need for TPFQ to have a face-to-face meeting to resolve the more complex issues associated with completing the treatment criteria for ISPM 15.  The SC endorsed the use of the “Cardiff Protocol” (TPFQ_2012_Dec_07) and agreed to the TPFQ having a face-to-face meeting: at this stage Brazil has offered to support a meeting in June 2013 (17th-21st).
A number of panel members raised concerns about the short notice of the June meeting and urged the Secretariat to confirm the meeting arrangements as soon as possible.

ACTION: Secretariat to confirm the meeting arrangements as soon as possible.

Update on the IFQRG/TPFQ work programme 2012
The chair of IFQRG presented the report of the 2012 meeting of IFQRG (IFQRG 10) in Cardiff in September (TPFQ_2012_Dec_10).  The meeting support of the “Cardiff Protocol” reported on by an IFQRG working group was a significant achievement of the meeting

IFQRG Working Group update
An IFQRG working group was established at the meeting in 2012 to complete the development of the “Cardiff Protocol” and apply the model to the target pests of concern to ISPM 15.  A short description of the data gaps was drafted for the working group and provided to the panel for consideration (TPFQ_2012_Dec_11).  The development of the “Cardiff Protocol” and the application of the pest data will be added to the TPFQ work programme as a work item for 2013 (see Appendix 4).

Work Programme for 2012/13
The TPFQ discussed the work programme for 2013/14 (TPFQ_2012_Dec_12).  Completed tasks will be removed from the work programme and proposed meeting times in 2013 added (see Appendix 4).
