Regulating wood packaging material in international trade (revision of ISPM No. 15)

ISPM No. 15 was adopted by ICPM-4 in 2002, and modifications to Annex I were adopted by CPM-1 in 2006. The revision of ISPM No. 15 was added to the standard setting work programme in 2006. The Technical Panel on Forest Quarantine (TPFQ) initiated the revision of the standard during their meeting in June 2006 (New York, USA). The TPFQ continued the revision of ISPM No. 15 at their meeting in July 2007 (Moscow, Russia).

Categorization of commodities according to their phytosanitary risk

The topic of Classification of commodities according to their level of processing, intended use and phytosanitary risk was added to the standard setting work programme in 2004. An expert working group was held in February 2005 (Buenos Aires, Argentina). In May 2006, the SC decided that further work was needed and a second smaller expert working group was held in September 2006 (Kleinmachnow, Germany). The draft was reviewed by the SC in May 2007, and sent for member consultation in June 2007. As a result of member comments, the SC requested additional input from the Technical Panel on Phytosanitary Treatments and from an FAO expert in industrial food processing. The text was redrafted by the steward and presented to the May 2008 SC meeting. It is sent for a second round of member consultation.
