Background information on draft International Standards for Phytosanitary Measures (ISPMs) submitted for member consultation, June 2010

In April 2010, the Standards Committee approved five draft ISPMs for member consultation (20 June - 30 September 2010). Additional background information about the development of each draft and links indicating where relevant information can be found on the IPP are provided below.

1)  Draft ISPM Systems approaches for pest risk management of fruit flies (Tephritidae)
Systems approaches for pest risk management of fruit flies (Tephritidae) was added to the work programme of the Technical panel on Fruit Flies (TPFF) by the SC in November 2004, and CPM-1 (2006) added it to the standard setting work programme. The draft was reviewed by the TPFF at its meetings in Salvador, Brazil (2006) and Vienna, Austria (2008). The SC approved the draft for member consultation in May 2009 and agreed to send it for member consultation in 2010.

2) Appendix to ISPM 15: 2009 Submission of new treatments for inclusion in ISPM 15
The Commission on Phytosanitary Measures (CPM) 1 (2006) added to the Standard Setting Work Programme, the topic of developing criteria for the inclusion of treatments to ISPM No. 15 (2009) Regulation of wood packaging material in international trade. Although rudimentary criteria had been specified in the standard as the basis for the evaluation of the treatments included, further specific criteria was essential in supporting the addition of new treatments. The goal of the developing the criteria was to establish a uniform approach for the evaluation of submissions to verify that proposed treatments are both practical and efficacious.  Given the need to reduce reliance on methyl bromide the development of replacements was also seen as a critical need. A specification was drafted and the Technical Panel on Forest Quarantine (TPFQ) was requested to draft the criteria. In 2009, after substantial consideration, the TPFQ finalized the criteria which was cleared by the SC in May 2010.

3) Integrated measures approach for plants for planting in international trade
The topic Plants for planting (including movement, post-entry quarantine and certification programmes) was introduced into the International Plant Protection Convention’s (IPPC) standard setting work programme by the Interim Commission on Phytosanitary Measures at its seventh session in March 2005. Specification No. 34 was developed and approved by the Standards Committee in May 2006, and the suggested title was changed to Pest risk management for plants for planting in international trade.

The first meeting of the EWG Pest risk management for plants for planting in international trade took place 11-15 September 2006 in Ottawa, Canada. Partial text for a draft ISPM was developed and tasks were assigned to the EWG members. The EWG discussed the suggested title of the draft ISPM and decided to recommend the ISPM be called ‘’Elements of Plants for Planting Systems Approach’’. 

The second meeting was held in Vancouver, Canada on 26 February–2 March, 2007. A draft standard was submitted to the SC-7 for its May 2008 meeting. The SC-7 discussed this draft and decided to return it for redrafting because:

· The draft focused too much on high risk situations and was not suitable for situations where large volumes of lower risk plants for planting are moving in international trade. It should provide guidance for various situations depending on the risk. This specific text, tailored to high risk plants, could remain as part of a more general standard on risk management of plants for planting in international trade

· More specific guidance was needed on PRA for importing countries

· It was felt that the draft focused more on what was needed to support a bilateral agreement than on how to harmonize the international movement of plants for planting. Bilateral agreements may be necessary only for specific high risk situations. The draft should supply guidance for exporting countries when setting up systems and for importing countries when setting up specific requirements, without the need for specific bilateral agreement. It should also include guidance for the decision on whether a simple or complex system would be required. 

The SC-7 suggested that a new EWG, possibly with one or two members from the previous EWG, should be formed to revise the draft.

The SC, at its November 2008 meeting, agreed that the standard could be redrafted with the input of two former EWG members, an additional member from the SC, another expert and the Steward. The meeting was arranged in December 2008 in Israel. 

The EWG in Israel discussed the SC-7 comments and made some substantial changes to the draft. The major point of discussion was incorporating different levels of risk and different levels of the integrated measures approach into the document, i.e. reduced and comprehensive.

The document was presented at the May 2009 SC Meeting. The SC agreed with the group’s recommendations that, although the current draft mentioned a well-structured range of risk factors to take into account and also provided detailed guidance for setting up risk management systems, more specific guidance is needed on which management options are appropriate for various risk scenarios, maintaining the principle not to require more stringent measures than are actually needed. The SC suggested that two tasks should be pursued:

· the section on risk factors should be amplified by providing a more detailed description and explanation to each of the risk factors listed 

· the ‘Plant-related risk factors’, i.e. various types of plants for planting should form the basis for a number of management ‘packages’

The steward took the suggestions of the SC and revised the draft and consulted with other SC members via email. The document was presented at the May 2010 SC Meeting where the SC discussed the draft further and the following issues were clarified and the draft was approved for member consultation:

· that seeds are not covered by this standard

· including information on PRA would be useful

· the title was simplified to “Integrated measures approach for plants for planting in international trade”

· the term "systems approach” was felt to be confusing and was removed

· information regarding additional declarations would be determined in ISPM 12

· the intent of this standard is to cover plants going to nurseries but not plants that are distributed directly to stores.

4) Annex to ISPM 28: 2009 Irradiation treatment for Ceratitis capitata

The irradiation treatment for Ceratitis capitata (draft annex to ISPM No. 28) was reviewed by the TPPT at its meeting in Chiang Mai, Thailand (2007) and recommended to the standards committee for consideration. The SC approved the treatment for member consultation under the special process in November 2008, and agreed to send it for member consultation in 2010.  In 2010, the IPPC Secretariat amended the language in the footnote to be consistent with the footnote in other irradiation treatments per discussion at CPM-5. 

This treatment  involves a lower irradiation dose than the generic treatment for fruit flies of the family Tephritidae adopted in 2009 (150 Gray minimum absorbed dose) and may be appropriate for circumstances where C. capitata is the only target pest.

5) Annex to ISPM 27:2010, Plum pox virus
Draft diagnostic protocol for Plum pox virus (Annex to ISPM 27)

Plum pox virus was added to the work programme of the Technical Panel on Diagnostic Protocols (TPDP) by the SC in November 2004, and CPM-1 (2006) added it to the standard setting work programme. The draft was reviewed by the TPDP for the first time at its meeting in Valencia in 2006, and finalized by email after its meeting in Braunschweig in 2008. The SC approved the draft for member consultation in September 2008 and selected it to be sent for member consultation in April 2010. In the meantime, the protocol was further adjusted at the end of 2008 to take account of the SC decision on use of brand names (see November 2008 SC report) and minor adjustments were made in 2010 to:

-
add details of a newly described PPV type strain (PPV-T) and update some references

-
add background information about experts consulted on the technical level during the development of the protocol and main discussion points during the development of the protocol (see table on the cover page).

The draft diagnostic protocol for Plum pox virus is the second diagnostic protocol sent for member consultation under the special process (after the protocol for Thrips palmi, adopted by CPM-5 in 2010).
