The Plant Protection Unit of the Department of Agriculture carries out two main functions: 1) Plant Quarantine at the various ports of entry and 2) regular surveillance of plants in the country for the presence of undesirable levels of pests and diseases. The unit is responsible for the prevention of the introduction of plant pests, protection of plant resources from plant pests, facilitation of trade in plant and plant products, and the regulation of other matters connected to Plant Protection.
