
Description of the NPPO (Article IV 4)

The Plant Quarantine Produce Inspection Unit, Jamaica’s NPPO, has its main office at 193 Old Hope Road, Kingston, and two One-Stop Export Complexes, one at each of Jamaica’s two International Airports.  The Unit is Headed by a Chief Plant Quarantine/Produce Inspector, and has a compliment of (38) Thirty Eight staff which includes inspectors and support staff. At the Export Complex located at the Norman Manley International Airport there are (10) ten Plant Quarantine Inspectors and (5) five at the Sangster International Airport Export Complex. Additionally there is one Officer stationed at the Boundbrook Wharf in Portland, the main sea port from which banana is exported.  At both one-stop complex there is a small entomology laboratory manned by an Entomologist/identifier.
