Summary of Phytosanitary Entry Points of Finland

This is an unofficially translated summary of the Decree of the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry of Finland Nr. 76/06 from 19th of September 2006 specifying phytosanitary entry points into Finland. 

1. All regulated articles originating in non-EC countries requiring a phytosanitary certificate can be entered onto Finnish territory only via the following customs points of entry:
