Phytosanitary requirements to imported consignments

State Veterinary and Phytosanitary Service of Ukraine informs the following.
According to the Article 36 of the Law of Ukraine “About plant quarantine” import and transit consignments with regulated articles shall meet such requirements:

· to be free from quarantine organisms;

· to be accompanied with the originals of phytosanitary certificates;

· to be accompanied with import permits;

· not to be originated from the production areas or to be transported through the zone where quarantine regime is spread which is certified by foreign national plant protection organization of the exporting country or transit.

List of regulated articles in the field of plant quarantine in accordance with customs codes, which are subjected to phytosanitary control was approved by the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of 12.05.2007 № 705 “On certain issues in terms of implementation of the Law of Ukraine "On Plant Quarantine" ” (hereinafter referred to as – Resolution). 

Phytosanitary certificate is issued by an appropriate authorized body of the exporting country and certifies about consignment correspondence to phytosanitary requirements of Ukraine.

Quarantine import (transit) permit is issued to the importer of regulated articles by the State Veterinary and Phytosanitary Service of Ukraine (procedure is approved by Decision and it is published by address: http://vet.gov.ua);

List of quarantine organisms is approved by the Ministry of Agrarian policy and Food of Ukraine’s order of 29.11.2006 №716 “On approval the List of regulated pests”.
According to point 2.27 of Phytosanitary regulations of import from abroad, transportation within the country, transit, export, processing and sale of regulated articles approved by the Decree of the Ministry of Agrarian policy of Ukraine dated 23.08.2005 № 414 import of soil and sawn timbers, which are not debarked is prohibited.
